parents’ evening appointments and school dinners.

In order to access these features and receive all relevant and often urgent @
communication from school, please download the School Spider app, which is >
available in both the iTunes store and Google Play. If you are unable to download the SChOOl Splder
app, you are still able to access the parent platform by logging in through the school 2L s i
website, https://www.abbott.manchester.sch.uk/ .

All parents should already have a log in for the website, associated with the email
provided to school. Once downloaded, you will be able to log in to the app and request
a password reminder. Please note, the username is NOT your email address. If
you are unsure of your username and/or password, select ‘Forgot Password’. If you
are new to the school, or have never previously logged into the parent platform on
our school website, you will have to set up an account through the app.
